Employee Flu Clinic

As announced earlier this year, flu vaccines are mandatory for all employees aged 18 and above. Employees
under the age of 18 are able to receive a flu shot with a parent or guardian’s written consent. The deadline to
have received a flu shot is December 31, 2022. Human Resources (HR) will accept requests for medical and
religious exemptions from October 17, 2022 through October 28, 2022. If you plan to apply for an exemption,
please stop by HR to pick up a form or check the forms carousel outside of the HR office. Although Dunwoody
will be offering free flu shots for employees, you may receive a flu shot at another location but must provide
proof to Diane Host by December 31°t,
